6. Jewfish (7b) * Short desperate to left joining the next route.

7. Jihad (7b) * Thin and technical up the centre of the bald face. Blind.
8. Here (7a) * Fingery and technical face to left.

9. We Are not Alone (6c) Slabby wall and bulge with long reach.

10. Little Brown Men (6c) More technical to the left. Awkward crux.

11. Clotted Cream (6a) * Pleasant gentle face climbing.

12. The Age of Reason (6b) * Shallow groove and wall. Pleasant.

13. Savage Girth (6b+) * Tricky moves into shallow groove. Finish direct.
14. Idiot Nation (6c¢) Shallow crack and open groove. Tough.

15. It's Uranus (7a) Harder wall left again.

16. Dripping Mercury (6¢c+) Desperate wall to left.
